Literacy rates in Pakistan are very low especially amongst Christian women who are

based in villages and slums – they don’t have the same opportunities to learn. Women in

these contexts work hard under difficult circumstances, they have to provide and care

for their families as well, which leaves little spare time to go to church or to learn.

The literacy rate of women in Pakistan is generally around 64%, but in the Christian

community, this drops lower to only 34%. 

The ‘Beacon in the Darkness of Illiteracy’ project helps these women to learn how to

read and write, and grow in faith, making a difference to the whole family unit.

Through this project, women are given the opportunity to engage in literacy classes.

Here they can gain a level 2 certificate in Urdu, the most common language in Pakistan,

as well as receiving their own copy of the New testament. The Bible Society’s hope is

that after completing the literacy programme, these women will be able to read the

Scriptures for themselves.

From 2014 to 2023, a total of 57,964 women graduated from this project, each with

new skills and their own copy of the New Testament. Thanks to this, it is estimated that

over 289,820 people have been impacted through this project so far as the whole family

benefits from the education of the women in it. The Bible Society of Pakistan hope that

this figure will be doubled in the next five years as the project continues.

Your support this month will help to provide Bible-based teaching materials to be

used in these literacy classes, as well as the gift of God’s Word to the graduating

women.
